Cooperation Agreement

Thilisi 23-10 2017

Thilisi State Medical University (hereinafter referred to as "TSMU"), represented by
Professor Zurab Vadachkoria, Rector of TSMU and Professor Zurab Orjonikidze,
Chancellor on one side and the Company Cyberrys Consultancy —International
Educational and Managmant Consultant” (hereinafter referred to as ~Agency”),
represented by Jacob M Abraham, Director, on the other side, concluded cooperation
agreement and agreed to the following conditions:

Article 1. The Subject of the Agreement

1.1 The Subject of this Agreement is recruiting of students by the Agency at the MD
program of the Faculty of Medicine (English Medium) and Faculty of Stomatology
(English Medium) from United Arab Emirates, Bahrain, Oman, Kuwait, Qatar, Saudi
Arabia, United Kingdom and Canada.

1.2 The parties shall maintain the terms of this agreement in good faith and respect
each other’s rights.

Article 2. Rights and Obligations of the Agency

1. The Agency has the rights:

1.1. To get in touch with applicants and furnish information with regard to TSMU for
the purpose of recruitment of students;

1.2, To provide the applicants with application forms for TSMU and information
regarding to the tuition fee;

1.3. To visit TSMU with personal expenses, meet the TSMU staff and students; to
become acquainted with the student services and study conditions;

2. The Agency is obliged:

2.1. To provide the applicants with information on the rules of enrollment of students
in TSMU;




2.2. The Agency is obliged to relate with State Structures of Georgia regarding the
recruitment of students and academic process at TSMU only pursuant to the
Agreement with TSMU.

Article 3. The Rights and Obligations of TSMU

3.1. The tuition fee for the academic year 2017 - 2018 at the MD program of the
Faculty of Medicine (English Medium) for the citizens recruited by the Agency,
amounts to 7000 USD equivalent in GEL; for the Faculty of Stomatology (English
Medium) — 7000 USD equivalent in GEL.

3.2. TSMU is obliged to conclude a contract with each student determining rights and
obligations of each party.

3.3. TSMU will pay a commission for each student enrolled at TSMU, on MD program
of the Faculty of Medicine (English Medium) and Faculty of Stomatology (English
Medium) in amount of 8 % from total cost of tuition fee at the end of each academic
year. Comission fee’s payment obligation acts only in regards of the students, which
will be enrolled at TSMU in according to the order of the Ministry of Education and
Science of Georgia, after signing the present agreement.

3.4. Commission fee will be paid simultaneously for all applicants recruited for these
programs by the Agency at the end of each academic year within the amount actually
paid by the student.

3.5. If a student repeats a subject, he/she will pay a tuition fee in accordance to the
rules approved by TSMU and the Agency will not have a commission out of this
surcharge.

3.6. Commission fee will be transferred to the following account number of the

3.7. TSMU is obliged to organize all procedures related to the students’ enrollment

process and issue a document certifying academic degree or/and qualification,
awarded by TSMU after graduation appropriate Faculty.

3.8. TSMU is obliged to ensure enroliment of the students recruited by the Agency in
accordance to the rules approved at appropriate Faculty.

3.9. TSMU is obliged to inform the Agency about the enrollment and exclusion of
students recruited by the Agency.
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Article 4. Language Knowledge Requirements and Deportation Process

4.1. Agency is obliged to interview every student before submission of the documents
to test the language knowledge of the students recruited by the Agency.

4.2. Commission appointed by TSMU reserves the right to interview students selected
by the Agency in English language.

4.3. If student has insufficient knowledge of the language of instruction, he/she is
obliged to pass a language course at TSMU Preparatory Center, duration of the
course 3-10 months according to the knowledge of language by the student.

4.4. The student’s tuition fee at the TSMU Preparatory Center shall be covered by the
Agency.

4.5. During the study at TSMU Preparatory Center the student’s status is discontinued
and therefore, TSMU does not pay commission fee.

4.6. In case of a student’s deportation all expenses related to his / her repatriation
shall be covered by the Agency or the parents (according to the contract concluded
between the Agency and student’s family).

4.7. In case of student’s death on the territory of Georgia all expenses related to his /
her reburial to home country will be covered by the Agency or the parents (according
to the contract concluded between the Agency and student’s family).

Article 5. Application and Payment Procedures

5.1. The student will register and pay for the first academic year (first and second
semesters) the full tuituion fee within 5 (five) days after crossing the border of
Georgia. If the student requires termination of the registration status after the
registration time has expired, the paid tuition fee will not be returned to the student.

5.2. At the other stages of the study (the third and next semesters), payment of
tuition fee shall be made according to the semesters, twice a year. Annual tuition fee
is divided into two equal parts and shall be covered within 2 weeks from the moment
of starting each semester.

5.3. Payment of tuition fee can be made via bank transfer in GEL equal to USD in
accordance to the exchange rate approved by National Bank of Georgia on the day of
payment.

5.4. In case of poor academic performance or non-fulfillment of other obligations,
also improper fulfillment determined pursuant to the Agreement, the tuition fee will
not be returned to the student dispelled from the TSMU.

5.5. In case of non-payment of the tuition fee pursuant to the rules and amount
determined under this Agreement, the student will receive written note about
additional term for the payment of his/her tuition fee and if it is not paid up in full the
student will be dispelled from TSMU without providing additional notice. In case the
student does not pay tuition fee within additional term, the Agency will be notified
with regard aforesaid.

Article 6. Responsibility of the Parties for Violation of the Agreement

6.1. Non-fulfillment of obligations undertaken by the parties pursuant to this
Agreement will cause responsibility according to the applicable law.

6.2. If any of the parties violate obligations under this agreement, the other party has
a right to discontinue the Agreement for non-fulfillment of undertaken obligations
after ineffective expiration of additionally determined term (for determination of
additional term written form is applied). If due to the nature of the obligation
applying additional term is impossible, then warning equates to the definition of the
additional term.

6.3. After discontinuing the Agreement, the party has a right to require
reimbursement of damage caused due to non-fulfilment of the obligations
undertaken by the other party pursuant to the Agreement.

6.4. Civil Code of Georgia shall be applied with regard to discontinuing agreement and
compensation of damage.

Article 7. Force-Majeure

7.1 Parties are not responsible for complete or partly fulfillment of their obligations, if
this non-fulfillment is caused due to such conditions as flood, fire, earthquake and
other natural disasters, also wars and military activities, impediment for visa service
and if they directly influence on the fulfilment of the Agreement, the term of
Agreement will be postponed by appropriate time after the end of circumstances.




7.2, If the conditions on complete or partly non-fulfillment of contractual obligations
last for more than a month, the parties are entitled to terminate agreement without
requiring the right on compensation.

7.3. The party facing force-majeure condition will immediately provide written
notification with regard to aforesaid to the other.

Article 8. Disputes and Resolution Rules

8.1. Disputes or controversies arisen between the parties upon execution of the
Agreement may be solved under the basis of joint negotiation of both parties.

8.2. If the parties do not come to an agreement, they must apply to the court in
accordance with the law of Georgia.

Article 9. Additional Terms of the Agreement

9.1. None of the parties have a right to transfer his/her rights and obligations to the
third entity/party without the other party’s written agreement.

9.2. In relation with the third party the parties act under their personal name,
expenses and risk.

9.3. Agreement is made in the Georgian and English languages in four copies: two
copies in Georgian and two - English, each of them have equal legal force and are
kept with signatories.

9.4. Any changes or amendments to this Agreement shall enter into force only after
they are composed in writing and signed by the parties.

9.5. All annexes and amendments to the Agreement signed by authorized
representatives of the parties are considered as integral part of the Agreement and
are obligatory to be fulfilled.

9.6. Parties are fully responsible for the correctness of the details provided by them in
the Agreement. The written notification shall be provided to the second party about

the changes in its details.

9.7. Any official relationship between the contactor parties shall be carried out in
writing. The written note provided by one party to another pursuant to the
Agreement shall be sent by post. For the purpose of operative connection it is
permitted to send a note to another party through email or fax provided that the
original of notice will be presented to the other party later directly to the address
mentioned in the agreement by post. If the note is not presented to the party on
address mentioned in the agreement due to incorrectly provided address, notification
will be considered submitted and the terms mentioned in the notification will start

from the next day of submission of postal note to appropriate address.




9.8. Agreement is valid for a year period after signing the contract by the sides,
except the paragraphs 3.3 and 3.4, which is in force until the end of educational

program.
